TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT.

1. In these terms and conditions “the carrier” is Personalised Transport Services Pty.Ltd. which such expression shall include its servants agents and employees and contractors and subcontractors.

2. The carrier is not a common carrier and reserves the right to refuse to carriage of any goods without assigning a reason for such refusal. All goods are carried or transported or stored and all storage and other services are performed by the carrier subject to these conditions and to the conditions endorsed upon any rate schedule of the carrier current at the date of this contract. In the event of any conflict between these conditions and the rate schedule then these conditions shall prevail. The particulars entered in the line pad or docket book attached to these conditions, shall form part of these conditions in relation to each contract of cartage entered into between the consignor and the carrier.

3. The consignor undertakes to pay the carrier the amount of the charges for any services carried out by him hereunder, calculated at the rate set forth in the rate schedule as in force at the date hereof within 7 days of the date of any invoice/statement issued by the carrier relating to such services.

4. If the consignor instructs the carrier to use a particular method of carriage, whether by road , rail, sea, or air  the carrier will give priority to the method specified but reserves the right to use and may use any other method or methods at its uncontrolled discretion and the consignor shall hereby be deemed to have authorised such other method or methods.

5. The consignor hereby authorises the carrier to arrange with any other party to undertake the carriage, transport or storage of the goods and any such parties shall be so entitled to the benefits of these conditions to the same extent as the carrier. Insofar as may be necessary to ensure that such other party shall be so entitled the carrier shall be deemed to have entered the contract on its own behalf and for its own benefit and also as agent and trustee for such other party. Any such arrangements shall be deemed to have been ratified by the consignor.

6. The consignor shall not tender for carriage of any explosive, inflammable or otherwise dangerous goods without furnishing to the carrier a full description of those goods and the consignor warrants that unless stated in writing to the carrier any goods which are to be carried by air do not contain any dangerous goods or Restricted Articles within the meaning of the air navigation orders, part 33 of the I.A.T.A. Restricted Articles Regulations as in force at the date of this contract, where any goods which are to be carried by air contain such dangerous goods or Restricted Articles the consignor warrants that they are properly described and delivered to the carrier in the proper condition for carriage by air in accordance with the said orders and regulations, and consignor shall be liable for any loss, damage and expense of whatsoever nature (and whether foreseeable or not) occasioned by the said goods or by reason of the fact that the same were explosive, inflammable or otherwise dangerous goods or Restricted Articles or any breach hereof  and the consignor hereby indemnifies the carrier against any such lost damage and expense sustained by any person including the carrier.

7. The carrier shall not be responsible for any loss of or damage to or misdelivery or delay in the delivery of any goods however, whensoever or wherever or  occasioned in respect of any goods entrusted to or carried or handled or stored by it even when such loss, damage, misdelivery, non-delivery, or delay in delivery may have been occasioned by the negligence or wrongful act of  whatsoever nature of  the carrier (whether intentional  or not) and the consignor expressly warrants and agrees that the contract of carriage herein entered into contains no clause, condition  or  warranty, expressed or implied, which would make the carrier responsible for any loss, damage, misdelivery, non-delivery or delay in the delivery of goods transferred to herein: and the consignor hereby indemnifies the carrier against all and any loss, damage and expense sustained by any person (including the carrier) by reason of any such loss, damage, misdelivery, non-delivery  or delay in delivery. The carrier may deliver  the goods at any address for delivery endorsed on the face hereof or otherwise given to the carrier by the consignor for that purpose and without prejudice to any other method of proof the carrier shall be taken to have delivered the goods in accordance with this contract if at the address he obtains from any person a receipt or signed delivery docket for the goods.

8. The consignor acknowledges that he is aware that the carrier is not an insurer of the goods and that the carrier does not effect insurance on behalf of the consignor and that he should arrange for himself any insurance he may require in relation to be performance of this contract and to all goods entrusted or carried or handled or stored by the carrier. 

9. If the consignor fails on reasonable demand being made to pay charges due to the carrier in respect of any service rendered by the carrier  whether under this contract or otherwise the carrier may detain and / or sell any of the goods of the consignor which are in its possession at any time and whether the charges relate to that contract of carriage or previous contracts and out of the monies arising from such sale retain any monies due to the carrier together with all charges and expenses of the detention and / or sale and shall render the surplus (if any) of the monies arising from any sale and such of the goods as remain unsold to the party entitled thereto. Any such sales shall prejudice or affect the right of the carrier to recover from the consignor the balance of any such charges due or payable in respect of such service or the detention and / or sale.

10. No claim against the carrier shall be brought unless lodged in writing at its office within 7 days after the delivery of the goods or in the case of non-delivery, within 30 days of the date of this contract.

11. It is expressly agreed that any person that delivers the goods to the carrier for carriage, transport or storage is authorised to sign this contract and to accept the conditions hereon on behalf of the consignor and that the consignor is either the owner of the said goods or a person duly authorised by the owner or otherwise entitled to enter into this contract and the consignor hereby acknowledges and agrees that no servant, agent, employee or subcontractor of the carrier has any power or authority to vary any of the conditions of the contract and that the conditions set forth herein and in the said rate scheduled are the whole of the terms and conditions of this contract.

12. The consignor shall comply with all applicable laws, regulations and customs of any State or Territory of the Commonwealth of Australia including those relating to packaging, carriage and delivery of goods and shall furnish such information and attach such documents to this consignment note as may be necessary to comply with such laws and regulations. The carrier shall not be liable to the consignor or any person for any loss, damage or expense due to the consignor’s failure to comply with this provision and the consignor hereby indemnifies the carrier for all and any loss, damage and expense sustained by any person including the carrier due to the consignors failure to comply with this provision.

13. Without derogating from any other provision of this contract than clauses 18 and 19 it is expressly agreed that all rights, immunities, exemptions from and limitations of liability granted to the carrier by the provisions of this contract shall have and continue to have in all circumstances, whether or not the same occur in the course or performance by the carrier of this contract or are in the contemplation of the carrier or of the consignor or are foreseeable by them or either of them or constitute a fundamental breach of the contract or a breach of a fundamental term thereof.

14. Without derogating from any other provision of this contract other than clauses 18 and 19 the carrier shall not be liable for any loss of market, loss of use or other consequential loss, concealed damage or damage caused by the inherent vice or nature of the goods (including chilled, frozen or refrigerated or perishable goods) either in transit or in storage, and whether caused by the negligence or wrongful act of default of the carrier or any other cause whatsoever and the consignor hereby indemnifies the carrier against all and any such loss and damage sustained by any person (including the carrier).

15. The consignor shall be deemed to have authorised any deviation from the normal route or manner of carriage of goods which may in the absolute discretion of the carrier be deemed reasonable or necessary in the circumstances.

16. Freight shall be considered earned as soon as the goods are loaded and despatched.

17. The consignor will be and remain responsible to the carrier for all its proper charges incurred for any reason, labour to load or unload the vehicle shall be the responsibility and expense of the consignee.

18. Notwithstanding any other provision of this agreement this agreement shall not be construed to exclude or limit any liability of the carrier to consumers which arises and which may not by law be excluded or limited, by virtue of the Trade Practices Act 1974, of the Commonwealth of Australia, or of any similar law of a State or Territory which may be applicable to the contract.

19. To the extent that it may be permitted by the provisions of Section 68A of the Trade Practices Act of 1974 of the Commonwealth of Australia the liability of the carrier, if any, under any condition of warranty implied herein by the provision of the said Act shall be limited to supplying again of any services to be supplied by the carrier to the consignor under this agreement or the payment by the carrier to the consignor of the costs of having such services supplied again as the case may be.

20. Subject to the provisions of the Trade Practices Act of 1974 of the Commonwealth of Australia this contract shall be governed by and construed according to the law of the State of New South Wales and any claim or other dispute arising hereunder shall be determined by the Courts of New South Wales and nor otherwise unless the carrier otherwise agrees in writing and the parties hereto submit to the jurisdiction of such Courts.

21. In this contract unless the contrary appears:

(a)  “Subcontractor” means - (1) Rails and tramways operated by the Commonwealth of Australia or any State or Territory thereof or any other person;

                                            (11) Any other person, firm or company with whom the carrier may arrange for the carriage of any goods and subject to this contract;

                                           (111) Any employee, agent or subcontractor of any of the persons referred to in sub-paragraph (1) and (11) of this clause.

(b) “Consignor” means the person named as the consignor on the face hereof, or if no such person is named, the person signing this contract as consignor, 

(c) Words importing the singular shall include the plural and vice versa and words importing any such gender shall include all genders.

22. (a) Various stops are made in the course of ordinary deliveries whereas VIP is a point to point service ensuring both  speed and /or security.

     (b) Vehicles used include both closed and open tray-vehicles, locked and unlocked vehicles and, unless specified, allocation of a vehicle will be at the discretion of Personalised Transport Services Pty Ltd.

    (c) It is the responsibility of the consignor to specify if the goods are of particular value or require special handling and where such is necessary, to specify vehicle type and type of service required (i.e. standard or VIP).

23. Terms of payment: Nett 7 Days from date of combined Invoice/Statement or as agreed to a variant in this regard.

24. It is agreed that the Directors or persons signing our credit account application form will be held personally responsible for all invoices / accounts relating to all cartages of freight.
